SUBJECT:  Student Parking and Mass Transit

Welcome to our new students, and Welcome Back to returning students. Following is information
regarding parking and mass transit.

Parking: The College has two lots exclusively for student parking. One lot is at the SW corner of San
Jacinto and Bell Streets, with the entrance on San Jacinto. The second lot is located at the SE corner of

San Jacinto and Bell Streets, with the entrance on Bell. The parking fee at both lots is $2.00 per entry (no
in/out privileges). You must use your student ID card to gain access through the gates.

Please note that students parking on the lots without paying will be ticketed. Three (3) parking lot

tickets will result in the suspension of a student’s parking privileges for a semester, with the vehicle
subject to towing. The College has contracted with AMPCO Parking to manage and monitor the lots.

Attached is an expanded map of our immediate area reflecting parking garages and lots, including the
College’s student parking lots. Please note that the Fannin Garage, bounded by San Jacinto, Bell,
Fannin and Clay Streets, offers a contract for $60 per month (plus a one-time $10 card fee). The
Toyota Center Tundra Garage offers a student contract for $30/month for floors 4-7 of the garage.
Parkers must move their vehicles out of the Toyota Center garage by 5pm on the evenings of
scheduled events at the Toyota Center.

Mass Transit: Assuming your schedule permits, you may want to consider taking Metro. With over one-
third of the downtown population riding Metro, it has become a substantial provider of transportation to
and from our area. Metro route information can be accessed at www.ridemetro.org.

Please note that while Metro advertises the U.Pass program for area students, the College does not
participate due to a requirement that schools pre-purchase discounted passes for the entire student
enrollment. The base of potential riders at South Texas is not sufficient to make our participation
economically feasible at this time.
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
